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Pearl of Wisdom:
When we pray consistently, we become like trees that are
firmly planted, growing and producing much fruit.

t this point, you should be finished reading the second week of
A Treasures of the Transformed Life, the chapters on prayer. Are you

ready to discuss the key points in your Sunday school/small group
meeting? How did you feel, for example, about the author’s insights on the
bonsai and the sequoia? How deep are your own roots of prayer?

This morning, the pastor’s message will cover a related topic, so you'll
have the chance to revisit, refresh, and renew what you've learned. But you've
got to remember that prayer is an individual thing. You can’t grow in your
own prayer life just by relying on the prayers of someone else.

So how long has it been since you've had a two-way conversation with
God? How long has it been since you've asked for his advice or help? How
long since you've admitted that you really can’t handle everything on your
own? It’s not just that God needs to be needed, you know. Its that he wants
us to remember that he is always there for us, willing to open his hand in our
direction. So go ahead. Crawl up in your heavenly father’s lap, and tell him
about your day. He’s certain to be all ears.
